• The tabernacle was a visible sign of God’s presence with his

people.
• The placement of the tabernacle gives a visual picture of how

God wants to be in the center of our lives.
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TABERNACLE COURTYARD

The Bronze Altar
• Used for five types of sacrificial offerings

1. The burnt offering
2. The grain offering
3. The fellowship or peace offering
4. The sin offering
5. The guilt offering
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Exodus 24-30; Leviticus 16

The Basin
• Used for cleansing the body and purifying the soul.

THE HOLY PLACE (Outer Chamber)

The Lampstand
• Burned at all times so that one would know there was someone

home.

The Altar of Incense
• The fragrant smoke symbolized the prayers of God’s people.
• Functional Purpose:  Cover stench of dead carcasses!

The Table of Presence
• Used to hold the 12 bread loaves.

THE MOST HOLY PLACE (Holy of Holies)

The Ark of the Testimony (Covenant)
• Contained three items:

1. Bowl of manna -  trust me!
2. The rod of Aaron - worship me!
3. The tablets (10 commandments) - obey me!
