Tithe 10% (Lev. 27:30; Deut. 14:22)

Sabbath Year 14% (Lev. 25:2; Deut. 15:1)
Jubilee Year  2% (Lev. 25:8-12)

The Law’s intent was to produce generous people.

II. Laws relating to Feasts

• Passover (Deut. 16:1)

Passover marked their deliverance from Egypt

For Americans, an equivalent might be fourth of July
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• Feast of Weeks     (Deut. 16:10-11)

This Feast celebrated the end of the growing season

For Americans, an equivalent might be Labor Day

• Feast of Booths   (Deut. 16:14-15)

That the Israelites would remember they lived in portable
dwellings

For Americans, an equivalent might be Thanksgiving

God gives the feasts to strengthen their joy muscles

III. Head-scratching Laws

• If you have a rebellious son, you can stone him
• People can have slaves
• A husband can write a certificate of divorce to his wife and just

send her away if he is displeased with her
• A woman’s vows to God must be cleared through her husband

or her father
• “Eye for eye, tooth for tooth”

God was slowly weaning them away from what was destructive
and teaching them a new way of life
